
Information and General Rules

I.  Commanders Call:


A. The Commanders Call will start at 0830. BE PROMPT. Competition will start at 0900.


B. The Commanders Call will be a brief review of the events and rules.  It will also serve to sort out any team problems. Actual starting times will be given at that time.


C. If entry fees ($30.00 per school) have not been paid prior to 3 March 2012, a check, cash or money order payable to NASH must be presented prior to the beginning of competition. A registration table will be set up in the foyer outside the auditorium and all teams must check in at that point prior to the Commanders Call. Your classroom will be assigned at that time.

II. Security of Weapons and Equipment:

A. Each team is responsible for the security of weapons and equipment. Armory facilities are NOT available. Each team will be assigned a class room for your convenience. It is YOUR responsibility to ensure that the room is left the way you found it. Your Cadets and guests are NOT permitted to go through desks, closets or areas that are school property. They are NOT permitted to roam randomly about the High School. 


B. All teams must furnish their own weapons and equipment. All weapons must be demilitarized for all competitions. No bayonets will be permitted. All weapons must have the appropriate butt plate cushioned cover.

III. Competition:



A. Uniforms for the inspection and unarmed IDR teams will be service dress, Air Force Blue Shirt (your branch of service)t, Air Force Tie (your branch of service), no belts, ascots, or gloves for all teams. Issued Flight caps are also required.  If a member of the team does not have a service dress uniform because of a size problem or out of stock, notify the head judge prior to the start of your performance. All uniforms must conform to AFROTCI 36-2001 and appropriate Air Force (your branch of service) directives. Any reasonable uniform may be worn for the color guard, exhibition drill and armed IDR teams, however it should present the Air Force (your branch of service) in a proper way. Shoes with cleats and/or taps will not be allowed. Corfram shoes ARE NOT authorized for inspection.  Any uniform is authorized for knockout, but must have headgear.


B. Decisions of the judges and meet director are final. Participants will not talk to judges during the competition. Any complaints will be directed to the meet director. If this rule is broken, penalties will result in points deducted from scores of the team making the infraction. Scoring will be accomplished under the direction of the head judge as guided by the drill meet officials. Judges will be cadets from the local Senior ROTC detachments.


C. No practices will be held in the drill areas at any time. However, the team commanders will be allowed to inspect the drill area after commanders call.


D. UNITS may enter the appropriate number of teams in each event except for team exhibitions which will be one team per unit. Three per unit for Individual Exhibition.  HOWEVER only one team will count for the overall trophy.  Team #1 will be counted towards the overall points.  Each team entered will compete for a trophy in their respective competition area. Example... Unit XX-099 enters 2 teams in the advanced IDR.  All two can win a trophy for that competition, but only one of the teams place (Team #1) will count for points for the overall trophy. 

E.  Reporting in Procedures:
All Teams and individuals are required to report in prior to their performance.  All Teams and individuals will use the same verbiage to report in.  

This will serve two purposes.


 1 - to allow proper identification of the unit/person and specific team.


 2 - to allow that procedure to be standardized and judged


The following verbiage is to be used when reporting in.


Sir/Ma’am Presenting the (Unit #) (School Name) AFJROTC (Team). Requesting permission to use your drill floor Sir/Ma’am.


example... Sir, Presenting the XX-099, Moon High School,

 Air Force Junior ROTC, Advanced IDR Team.  Requesting permission to use your drill floor Sir. 


Teams/individuals do not report out.  Just exit the drill floor at the completion of your routine. 

IV. Trophies and Awards


A. First, Second and Third place trophy is awarded for the following:


Team Inspection


1st Year IDR without Weapons *

Advanced IDR without Weapons

Advanced IDR With Weapons


1st Year IDR with Weapons *


Team Exhibition with Weapons


Team Exhibition without Weapons


1st Year Colorguard *

Advanced Colorguard

* This is the 1st year a cadet is in your program. 


B. A Championship trophy for the Overall Champion will be awarded.


C. Medals for first through tenth place will be presented for Individual Knockout. There will be a 1st year * Knockout and an advanced knockout.

D. Medals for first, second and third will be awarded for individual exhibition with weapons.


E. All teams must have a minimum of six members and one commander (except for color guard and inspection team). 


F. There is no time limit for IDR and Color Guard performances. A 3 - 7 minute time limit will be enforced for all TEAM exhibitions and a 3 - 5 minute time limit will be enforced for Individual exhibitions.


G. The inspection team will consist of NINE cadets and ONE Commander

(Your Choice)

V. Scoring System:

A. Ties will be resolved by first checking the point total of the head judge's score sheet. If this comparison also results in a tie, a comparison of score sheets, in order of rank of judges will be accomplished until the winner is determined.


B. Scoring will be as follows:


1st place -  90 points


2nd place - 75 points


3rd place -  60 points


4th place -   45 points


5th place -   30 points


6th place -   15 points


7th place and below - no points


C. In determining the Overall Champion, the winner MUST have competed in ALL of the following:


Team Inspection


At Lease ONE IDR


At Least ONE Team Exhibition


At Least ONE Color Guard

The score keeper will total the place points for the team, divide by the number of events entered, and the highest AVERAGE will be the winner. This will help give those schools with less teams the opportunity to be the best overall. In case of a tie, the Advanced IDR score will be the tie breaker.

VI. General Information:

A. Customs and courtesies will be practiced throughout the day. Respect will be given to the colors, officers, enlisted, and all cadets and civilians. Loud, uncontrolled team members will not be tolerated. Those violating these rules will be asked to leave the meet and school facilities along with their entire Unit, at the discretion of the meet officials.


B. Food will be sold throughout the day in the cafeteria. All food must remain in the cafeteria.
